Regents from the English proficiency requirements. Transcripts from the institution(s) attended must be
submitted to receive the exemption.

e They are applying for conditional admission for English proficiency through the university’s English
language instruction partner, ELS. Students admitted with this exemption must provide proof of
completion of ELS’ English for Academic Purposes prior to being allowed to register for their degree
coursework.
